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Healthy Community Award

Submission Instructions

The Community Health Funders’ Collaborative is looking for the best ideas to improve health and wellness in Franklin County, Ohio. 

Ideas and innovations should relate to one or both of the priority areas to reduce barriers and increase opportunities for accessing healthy foods and/or physical activity.  The submission may not exceed $150,000.  The award may be payable over a one, two, and/or three year period.

Award Eligibility
To be eligible for a Community Health Funders’ Collaborative Healthy Community Award, an organization must be designated a 501(c)(3) public charity under the Internal Revenue Code, or have an appropriate fiscal agent which has been designated a qualified 501(c)(3) organization.

Definitions
1. Innovation:  new strategies, concepts, ideas that meet social needs and extend or strengthen our community
2. Healthy Land or Building Use:  create patterns of development that improve community health, by ensuring that farmer’s markets and neighborhood grocery stores are supported, for example, or by promoting sidewalks, parks, and other environment components that encourage physical activity

3. Access to Healthy Foods:  make it easy for people to eat healthy foods throughout our environment

4. Access to Physical Activity:  make it easy for people to exercise regularly throughout their lifespan

Criteria
1. The award will be granted to an organization that best demonstrates the Community Health Funders’ Collaborative priority to create an innovative approach to reducing barriers and improving health and wellness for Franklin County residents.  The proposed innovation will:

· Bridge the gap between reality of the environment people currently live in and what it ought to be

· For example, address the reality that some characteristics of our community actually hinder residents from being physically active (e.g., unsafe neighborhoods, non-pedestrian friendly streets and sidewalks, convenience of travel by automobile).
· Address the weak link or replace the missing link in an existing process rather than working around it

· For example, transform current food production and distribution systems in a way that provides access to populations who have limited availability of healthful foods   

· Respond to changing industry, market, or social structures 

· For example, support businesses in better understanding the link between employee wellness and reduced cost of health care

· Respond to changes in our community's population -- size, age structure, composition, employment, income, level of education

· For example, create patterns of land and community development, including complete streets, that promote healthy lifestyles by incorporating physical activity into everyday living 

· Respond to perceived changes in our community's attitudes, beliefs, and assumptions

· For example, capitalize on our community's willingness to support local food production or make changes in the way they travel to and from work or school 

· Creatively apply the acquisition of new technical or scientific knowledge or breakthroughs

· For example, effective use of data analyzing our community's travel mode preferences and/or food availability mapping

2. Ideas must be innovative and be achievable within a maximum of three years
3. Programs or services currently in existence in Franklin County are not eligible
4. Successful applicants will demonstrate the commitment and capacity to track results
5. Successful applicants will indicate a willingness to share lessons learned and inspire further innovation with the larger community
Application Submission Requirements

To begin the application process, go to www.chfcollab.org, download and review the Submission Instructions, Application Cover Sheet, Application Narrative and Application Budget Form.   The Application Narrative should be typed in 12-point font and should not exceed three (3) pages.
